It has been the policy of this church that if there are 
not people to run certain ministries, we will not 
attempt to run those ministries.  The rationale is 
pretty straight forward.  If we think we should have a 
specific ministry but not enough people feel they 
want to be part of it, then there are two conclusions: 
1) we misunderstood and God in fact isn't behind 
that ministry so we shouldn't try to make it happen, 
or 2) God is in fact behind it and is moving people to 
step forward, but they are being disobedient and not 
stepping forward... so we shouldn't enable 
disobedience by getting the wrong people to make it 
happen.  Either way, the outcome is to let the 
ministry go.  It is based on understanding that God 
has equipped and designed every one of His children 
with spiritual gifts to be used in ministry.  If we don't 
have the right people, we can't do that ministry.  We 
pray you will find this both challenging and freeing 
this Fall.

The SonSet® radio, which 
is fixed-tuned and solar powered, was developed by the 
HCJB Global Technology Center and is a rugged, handheld 
radio for use in remote areas of the world.  Families have 
been known to travel dozens of miles on foot to obtain one 
of these sets. “The people are crying for the radios,” one 
South African woman told a local radio station manager.
